1. Turn cards so all scripture references
are face up and spread around on the
table. Call out a key phrase. The youth
race to put their finger on the right
scripture reference.

3. Put either text or scripture reference
facing up. Say a basic doctrine. First
person that points to a card that falls
under that basic doctrine keeps the card.
This is great to let students explain how
they feel a certain scripture teaches a
basic doctrine. You might be surprised at
their insights!
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
